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The Russians celebrate May 1 like our Fourth of July. It is the anniversary of the Bolshevik revolution which brought the communists into power.  On May 1 the Russians hold a huge military parade in Red Square in Moscow.  It is an impressive display of arms.  It scared me to death as a kid growing up in the fifties.  I saw those huge missiles being towed by trucks and it reminded me that I lived each day in the shadow of nuclear annihilation.  President Eisenhower proposed an American holiday called “Law Day” to coincide with the Russian celebration.  It would contrast the nations of law and freedom in the West with the totalitarian states of Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union.

We are now in the Easter season.  This season always comes, like Law Day, in May, regardless of an early or late Easter.  The Easter season celebrates our emancipation from the curse of the law, as Paul describes it in Romans.  We were amazed when the Iron Curtain and the Berlin Wall fell.  The Soviet Union broke up.  For a brief time the Russian people enjoyed a new freedom and the Cold War ended.  We are now back in an age of confrontation between East and West playing out in the Ukraine.  Nothing can roll back our emancipation from the cure  of the law which Christ won for us on Easter.  And someday, the temporary end  of the Cold War and all wars will be permanent for all people.
