A MESSAGE FROM FR. BARRETT

The Lord be with you!

The sailors then tried to abandon ship; they lowered the dinghy to the sea on the pretext of going to lay out anchors from the bow.  But Paul said to the centurion and the soldiers, “Unless these men stay with the ship, you cannot be saved.” (Acts 27:30-31) 

By the time you read this, I pray Hurricane Ian has passed with minimal loss of life.  Natural disasters, or acts of God, are a grim reminder of who is the Creator and who is the creature.  Now I am not one of those who believes God deliberately sends disasters to smite innocent people for the sins of others.  However, these events remind us of the limits of human strength and knowledge.  Despite all of our technology, all we can do is watch the path of storms and warn people.  We ae cannot stop them.  In the ancient world men would rightly panic in the face of fierce storms while on board flimsy wooden boats.  One remedy was to throw someone overboard like in the story of Jonah and the whale.  It was hoped the unfortunate person would be an offering and pacify the sea gods.  Another option was to throw slaves or prisoners overboard to lighten the ship’s load.  Perhaps the crew discussed that in the case of Paul who was a prisoner being transported to Rome for trial.  Paul had a different idea. 






































He had received an angelic vision that he was destined to stand trial before Caesar, and for Paul’s sake the entire crew would be spared.  He told them to trust the Lord.

There was an old World War saying in America.  “Praise the Lord and pass the ammunition.”  Unfortunately today’s news tells us we are much more prone to go for the second option!  Paul directed the terrified crew to the first option.  Who knows how many pagans on that ship were converted by being sheltered by Paul’s God?  That is the thing about faithful witness.  It can be contagious!  Several nautical terms like nave are used for the church.  In Medieval allegory interpretation of the Bible, the church was compared to Noah’s Ark.  It was described as the only life raft in a sea of God’s anger and wrath.  Hopefully, you have a more joyous perception of the church.  However, the fact remains that the only reliable protection we have for salvation and life is Jesus and the cross.  In Romans Paul called the cross life for those were are perishing.  Say prayers, hug a loved one, and ride out this storm in faith.
